A real test of 
concentration, adaptability and an understanding of the way Dressage 
tests are constructed. 

The team finished a very credible Fifth after the scores for each section are 
added together, with their performance in the Pairs section being out-
standing.

Correct Saddle Fitting for your 

Horse 
At the recent Central Zone Meeting, it was raised that many riders are 
attending competitions with incorrect fitting of saddles.  

This was particularly noted at our recent C.Z. Horse Trials however 
many others who have gear checked at other competitions have also 
expressed their concerns. 

It appears to be mainly senior riders. 

We ask that this is attended to as many horses change their shape at 
different times of the year and your saddle needs to be adjusted ac-
cordingly.  Please ask a knowledgeable horse person if you are un-
sure.
